MINUTES: 
of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall on Tuesday 18th February 2020 at 7.30pm.

  2 parishioners (until 7.50pm)
1. To accept apologies for absence – Cllr Ian Hopkins and Borough Councillor David Gray.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Cllrs Keating and Rayton, item 9, allotments and Cllr West item 4, Alderton Dog Show. 
The meeting was not adjourned as there were no issues raised.   
It was agreed to move item 4 up the agenda, as representatives from the Alderton Dog Show were in attendance.

4. To receive risk assessment and insurance details from Alderton Dog Show organisers.   Cllr Mike West, having declared an interest, took no part in the discussions.  Organiser representatives detailed the actions they were taking to reduce any risks at the Show, especially in relation to dog fouling and control of dogs (the play equipment would be fenced off for the event).  The organisers also confirmed the details of the insurance cover being put in place.   It was agreed to request that Greenfields cut the Playing Field grass a week before the event.
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meetings held on 21st and 28th January 2020 and to agree actions on the matters arising from these meetings.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
· Update on over ground sewage pipe and manhole in Alderton Fields – no date as yet for the meeting with Severn Trent.   Cllr Page had sent them another photo of the lifting manhole in Alderton Fields.
· Weetwood survey – survey work being carried out on 7th/8th March
· Phone box defibrillator – Community Heartbeat Trust had provided a quote detailing two replacement options for the Parish Council’s consideration.   It was agreed to purchase the Lifeline View machine at a cost of £975.00 plus £25 delivery.
· Gloucestershire County Council Education Team meeting 16.1.20 – Cllr West reported on the lack of primary education places at Bishops Cleeve schools due to the amount of new housing.   An extra classroom was to be built at Winchcombe Primary school.   The County Council had forecasted that there would only be two spare places at Oak Hill School for 2020/21 but at present only 62 out of a possible 105 spaces were filled.   It was agreed that the Clerk ascertain when the Winchcombe consultation for the extra classroom was taking place, so the Parish Council could make a response.
5. To note resignation of Parish Councillor Williams.   The resignation was received and the Clerk confirmed that the Borough Council had been notified.
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6. To consider and note Planning matters
Planning Applications for consideration 

Dixton Manor, Dixton, Gotherington (20/00042/FUL) - Proposed demolition of existing stable block and replacement with new stable block and associated outbuildings, felling of 6 no. Trees following on from previous consents 17/00048/FUL & 17/00049/LBC. Resubmission of application reference 19/00500/FUL and 19/00501/LBC.   It was agreed to object to the application as follows:

The Stable Block contributes to the significance of the Grade II* listed Manor and the Parish Council are concerned about the demolition of an historic building in the curtilage of the Manor.   The Parish Council is also concerned about the felling of 6 no trees. No detail is provided on the species of the trees. Has the Borough Council's Tree Officer raised any objection to the removal of the trees?
34 Beckford Road, Alderton (20/00092/FUL) – Erection of a rear extension and garage conversion to provide home office.   It was agreed to respond that the Parish Council were concerned about the impact of the garage conversion on the neighbouring properties, but had no objections to the rear extension.
9 Franklin Road, Alderton (20/00091/FUL) – Erection of a single storey rear extension with pitched roof.   It was agreed to respond that the Parish Council had no objections or representations to make on the application.
Land Parcel 0088, Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00772/FUL) - Residential development up to 28 units, including means of access and landscaping.   The objection response had been submitted to the Borough Council and the application would be determined at the Planning Committee meeting on 17th March.   Cllr West would speak at the meeting on behalf of the Parish Council and a parish representative would also be organised to speak.
Land On The South Side Of Dibden Lane, Alderton (19/00781/OUT) - Erection of up to 41 new residential dwellings, including 20 affordable houses, associated access and landscaping.  The draft objection document had been circulated for final comments, prior to being submitted to the Borough Council.   This application was also being heard at the March Planning Committee meeting.   Cllr West would speak at the meeting on behalf of the Parish Council and a parish representative had also been organised to speak.
Planning Applications for noting – none to note
Enforcement 
Structure to rear of Gardeners Arms, Willow Bank Road, Alderton - The Conservation Officer had recently visited the site to progress the pre-application for a suitable replacement structure.   At present the Enforcement Officer was awaiting the outcome of pre-application discussions before progressing the enforcement issue.
Hobnails Inn, Little Washbourne - the owners had recently been made aware that planning permission was required and that an application should be submitted to this Council in order to retain the fence.
7. To agree or note Highways matters
· Professional indemnity insurance cover for SID.   The Clerk had twice chased the County Council legal team but had received no response.   To continue chasing. 
· Meeting with Gloucestershire Highways Representative – arranged for 3rd March.   Councillors to report any items they wished to raise.
· Junction Beckford Road and Willow Bank Road – the Parish Council noted the danger of congestion due to parked cars on the junction, especially on the Beckford Road side.   Instances of cars parked on pavements had been noted and it was agreed to highlight the problems in the March village newsletter.
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8. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
· Update on cleaning of Changing Facility – monitoring to continue.   There was only one more home match to be played in the current season.
· Play area inspection reports – latest reports received but there were no items for action/noting.   
· Annual play area inspection - Play Safety had been instructed to carry this out in April.
· Arbor Vale Trees Services would undertake Millennium Copse tree works at the end of March.
9. To agree or note Allotment matters
The portable toilet hire would commence on 2nd March 2020.
10. To receive Correspondence for action & noting
· Parishioners email 30.1.20 - Dogs and Alderton playing fields.   It was agreed to site some signs at the Playing Field requesting that dogs be kept off the play area.   It was further agreed that an extra bench be provided for the Playing Field.
· Salvation Army - siting a Salvation Army Clothing recycling bank.   It was agreed that the Clerk obtain more details on the management and siting of the bank before any decision was made. 
· GRCC - January Newsbites 27.1.20 – noted.
· Tewkesbury Borough Council cuts carbon emissions through green travel club – noted.
11. Finances

i. To receive the current state of accounts @ 31st January 2020.   Current Account balance = £451.29, Deposit Account = £23,186.39.   Budget v Actual attached at end of minutes.
ii. To approve payments and note receipts: Copies of the invoices and the January 2020 bank reconciliation had been circulated to councillors prior to the meeting. The Village Hall had requested that the Parish Council take over the ownership of the noticeboard sited at the Hall and this was agreed.  Cllr Page provided details of possible designs of noticeboards and it was agreed that a 3 bay board be provided for the Playing Field and a 2 bay provided at the Village Hall.   Final details would be agreed at the next meeting, once the amount of the remaining S106 play area funds had been confirmed by the Borough Council.
