              2 parishioners
1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from Pam Williams and Borough Councillor Jim Mason.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Roger Knapp (item 10: 22 Beckford Road) and Dennis Rayton (item 9 allotments and item 10 Barn at Parcel 1819).
The meeting was not adjourned as the parishioners present wished to raise points relating to specific items already on the agenda.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meetings held on 17th May 2016 and to agree actions on the matters arising from these meetings.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   There were no matters arising.
4. To agree or note matters relating to planning applications at Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) and East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL).
Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) – Keith Page outlined the recent attempt by Charles Church to create an entrance way from their development into the allotment site, via the hedge on the western boundary.   This had been prevented and the Parish Council had put up heras fencing to stop access over the current post and rail fence.   A request had been made to the Planning Officer to ask Charles Church to extend the current close boarded fencing further along the hedge line and their response was awaited.   Keith Page had requested, via the Planning Officer, an update on progress for the handover of the allotments from the S106 agreement along with where the responsibility lay for the mowing of the grassed areas in the development.
East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL) – Problems with construction lorries using Willow Bank Road continued and Keith Page had emailed the Site Manager asking for a review of the effectiveness of the current signage, but had received no response.   Fortis had confirmed that they were the housing provider for the CALA site and there would be 5 shared ownership units and 4 rented units.   The handover for these was expected in September 2017.   Keith Page was in discussions with Richard Waters at Gloucestershire Highways regarding the location and design of signage for the forthcoming closure of Willow Bank Road in August.   County Councillor Roger Wilson also agreed to liaise with Highways on the matter.
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5. To agree or note matters relating to the Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan.   The ANDP Group had met on 6th June to continue the site assessment exercise and review external developments relating to the outcome of the Winchcombe NDP examination and the Interim JCS report.   Borough Councillor Ron Allen provided an update on the Winchcombe NDP and it was noted that the Borough Council were meeting on 28th June to debate the Interim JCS report.
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Service Village Forum.   The Borough Council had stated that there was no impact on the current housing allocation for the Service Villages following publication of the Inspector’s Interim Report on the JCS.   GRCC were currently collating questions from the parishes for Borough Council officers to address. Alderton Parish Council had questioned the impact the Interim Report would have on the 5 year land supply & the Service Village housing allocation if Twigworth was upgraded to a strategic site. 
7. To agree or note matters relating to the Playing Field.   Quotations for construction of the Pavilion building had been received as follows:
Piercy Builders £83,000.00 + VAT (£99,600.00)
Piercy Builders £6,000.00 + VAT (£7,200.00 - pathway and patio area)

New & Tilley Ltd £117,650.00 + VAT (£141,180.00)

Oxenton Builders Ltd £212,730.00 + VAT (£255,276.00)
Parish Council representatives had met with Piercy Builders to review and confirm the accuracy of their quote.   All works had been included except for the utilities and Dennis Rayton was currently obtaining quotes for these.   Severn Trent Water had confirmed that the re-connection of the water supply would be free of charge.
The Parish Council had submitted copies of the Pavilion Specification and drawings to One Legal and the Community Development Officer and were currently awaiting confirmation from Tewkesbury Borough Council on the following:

· The S106 funding from Charles Church earmarked for the Playing Field changing facilities was immediately available to the Parish Council.

· That the Parish Council’s Pavilion project satisfied all clauses contained with the S106 agreements made by Charles Church and CALA Homes.

· That the Parish Council’s Pavilion project satisfied all criteria relating to the Borough Council’s grant offer of £35,000.00

· Clarification on the timescales for the release of the S106 funding from CALA Homes.

As the CALA Homes funding was not immediately available Piercy Builders had indicated that they could part build to a certain sum of money and then complete the project when the remaining funds were released.   External grant funding had also been sourced from County Councillor Roger Wilson, the Gloucestershire Playing Fields Association and Alderton Community Trust.   Further external grant funding could be sourced.   The Parish Council considered the matter and subject to favourable confirmation from the Borough Council, on the points detailed above, it was agreed to instruct Piercy Builders to proceed with the construction of the Pavilion building.

The Parish Council reviewed information provided by the Borough Council and GAPTC regarding Public Spaces Protection Orders and agreed that the sign for the Playing Field should include a polite notice requesting that dogs were put on a lead when children were using the play area.
8. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group.   A parishioner detailed recent speed checks in Gretton Fields which he had organised in association with the Police.   The top speed recorded was 96mph and all data collected was sent to the Road Safety Unit at Gloucester, who utilised the information to decide where to deploy resources.  Judith Petchey, Chair of the Winchcombe and District Neighbourhood Community Group, detailed the work of the Group and would forward the date of the next meeting.   It was agreed to invite the police representative who had been involved in the speed checks, Farah Devji-Large, to a Parish Council meeting.
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9. To agree or note Allotment matters.   There were no further matters to report.
10. To consider and note Planning matters

For consideration  
22 Beckford Road, Alderton (16/00620/FUL) - Rear conservatory.   The Parish Council had no observations or recommendations to make on this application. 
For noting 
Barn at Parcel 1819, Stow Road, Alderton (16/00362/PDAD) - Proposed barn conversion to create a single dwelling house (Class C3).   Refusal of permission dated 25.5.16 with reasons:

· The proposed development would involve substantial re-building works that would go beyond what could be regarded as 'reasonably necessary' for the conversion of the building from agricultural use to a use falling within Class C3 (dwelling houses). The proposed development does not therefore comply with the restrictions set out at paragraph Q.1 (i) of Part 3 to Schedule 2 of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (England) Order 2015 and does not therefore constitute permitted development. 

· The proposed development would involve the demolition of a substantial part of the existing building (238 square metres of the building proposed for demolition and 303.6 square metres proposed for retention). The proposed development does not therefore comply with the restrictions set out at paragraph Q.1 (i)(ii) of Part 3 to Schedule 2 of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (England) Order 2015 and does not therefore constitute permitted development. 
· The proposed development proposes an area of associated curtilage which would be greater than the floor area of the retained building itself. 

· The proposed development therefore, does not therefore comply with the restrictions set out at paragraph X of Part 3 to Schedule 2 of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (England) Order 2015 and does not therefore constitute permitted development.
Part Parcel 0001, Gretton Fields, Gretton (16/00455/FUL) -  Retrospective planning application for the installation of a 11kv cable within agricultural land associated with the construction of a solar park; consented under planning reference; 15/00350/FUL.   Permission for development dated 2.6.16 with no conditions. 
Land at Lower Stanley Farm, Gretton Fields (15/00350/FUL) – The construction of a ground mounted 4 MW solar farm and associated infrastructure including substation, transformer stations, access, roads and fencing.   Grant of a Non Material Amendment dated 16th May 2016 which refers to changes to the angle, number and orientation of the module tables and changes to the size, location and number of transformer stations from 4 units to 3 units.

iii. To approve NALC recommended 2016/17 Clerk’s salary rates.   The Parish Council approved the new salary scale for 2016-7 and the backdating of the payments to 1.4.2016.   (SCP24 rose from £11.190 to £11.302, therefore 12 hrs per week = 624 hours pa = £7052.44 pa / £587.70 per month). The new rates would be used from the June salary payment and the payroll for June would incorporate the back pay to 1.4.2016 (£599.34).   
14. To approve Parish Council website and associated costs.   To register the domain name and set up the website at www.aldertonparishcouncil.org.uk would cost £76.06.   The Parish Council agreed this expenditure and further agreed that Roger Knapp should proceed with setting up the website and be reimbursed for this payment.   The website would be accessible from 1st July 2016 (details to be put in the July village newsletter) and contain details of the 2015/16 financial information, in order to comply with The Accounts and Audit Regulations 2015.  
The Chairman concluded the meeting at 9.20pm and thanked everyone for their attendance.
