1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from County Councillor Roger Wilson and Borough Councillors Ron Allen, Janet Day and Jim Mason 

2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Dennis Rayton (item 9 allotments and item 10, Barn At Parcel 1819).
No parishioners were present but the Parish Council discussed the excessive speed of the Marchants school buses in St Margarets Drive.   It was agreed the Clerk would contact Farah Devji-Large for advice on how to resolve the matter.
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 16th August 2016 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   There were no matters arising.
4. To agree or note matters relating to planning applications at Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) and East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL).
Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) – Members of the Parish Council had met Charles Church representatives to agree the provision of the new allotments.  The water supply for these would be connected to the existing supply and new pipework installed along the southern boundary, along with two taps.   Rabbit proofed post and rail fencing would be provided around the new area and the track along the southern boundary would be graded to improve access.  The dog waste bin by the Millenium Copse had disappeared and the Parish Council had obtained a new bin from the Borough Council as this was an obligation due under the S106 agreement.   Keith Page had fitted the new bin to the fence near the Playing Field entrance.   The problem of litter on the Field, especially glass, was noted and it was agreed that this would be highlighted in the village newsletter.   Charles Church had confirmed that a management company would undertake responsibility for the grassed area on the southern boundary of the development. 
East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL) – The remainder of the services had been completed and the only outstanding item affecting the highway was the creation of the pavement. Construction lorries were still accessing the site via Willow Bank Road. 
5. To agree or note matters relating to the Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan.   ANDP representatives were meeting the Borough Council on 26th September to discuss the draft NDP and the current site assessment work.   Independent advice on the draft Plan would be sought, prior to going to Independent Examination.   Keith Page provided an update on the progress of the JCS and Borough Plan following his recent attendance at the Town and Parish Council Seminar.

6. To agree or note matters relating to the Playing Field.   The Changing Facility had currently been built up to roof level.   Due to the proximity of the Millennium Copse trees there had been some unforeseen extras resulting in a £1k spend over budget.   The Parish Council discussed options for a power supply to the building and reviewed ball park costs.   It was agreed that a system with low maintenance costs was preferred and that Keith Page would carry out further research on this.
7. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group.   No further matters to report at present.
8. To agree or note matters relating to the Service Village Forum.   No further matters to report at present.
9. To agree or note Allotment matters.   The Parish Council noted the clause in the S106 Agreement with Charles Church that gave the Council 90 working days to accept the transfer of the freehold interest in the allotments, from the developer, at a cost of £1.   It was agreed that hedging should be planted along the post and rail fencing to provide security around the new allotment area.   Paul Dee had quoted a ball park figure of £700 for this.   The new area required cultivating, prior to letting, as it was currently planted with Oilseed Rape.
The Clerk reported that plots were often being relinquished in a neglected state and tenants also failed to return shed keys.   This resulted in the Council having to bear the cost of replacing keys and cultivating overgrown plots for new tenants.   It was agreed that the Clerk research administration fees and how other Councils managed this problem.
10. To consider and note Planning matters.   
For consideration  

Holtash, Stow Road, Alderton (16/00953/FUL) - Change of use of existing agricultural land to pasture land for the keeping of horses, for private use only (non commercial) in association with the dwelling known as "Holtash".   The Parish Council agreed to respond as follows: Alderton Parish Council have no objections to this application however the Council request that any future development is controlled by planning conditions.   We would also request that the access is taken into consideration as there may be problems with horse boxes/lorries entering and leaving the property at this location on the B4077.
Barn At Parcel 1819, Stow Road, Alderton (16/00362/PDAD) - Proposed barn conversion to create a single dwelling house (Class C3).   Appeal from J J Farm Services Ltd against the Council’s refusal to grant planning permission Planning Inspectorate Ref:

APP/G1630/W/16/3156508.   The Parish Council agreed there were no further representations to make.
