Gardeners Arms, Beckford Road, Alderton (15/00963/FUL)  Alterations to existing car parking layout and provision of overspill car park area, provision of external seating area, external lighting and fencing, alterations to existing fenestration to include the replacement of existing UPVC framed windows to be replaced by timber framed windows
Bide A Wee, Gretton Fields, Gretton (16/00205/FUL) - Erection of two storey and single storey rear extensions.   Refusal of permission dated 30.3.16 with reason:
The proposed two storey rear extension, by reason of its scale, height and depth would fail to respect the character and scale of the original dwelling, which has been previously extended and would result in a dominating appearance. Further, the proposed two-storey rear extension would appear prominent when viewed from the north, due to its height, scale and elongated appearance, adversely affecting the character and appearance of the area which is designated as a Special Landscape Area. The development would therefore conflict with the provisions of the NPPF in respect of valued landscapes, saved Policies HOU8 and LND2 of the Tewkesbury Borough Local Plan to 2011 (March 2006) and emerging policies SD5 and SD7 of the Submission Version Joint Core Strategy (November 2014).
