1. To accept apologies for absence - Apologies were accepted from Borough Councillor John Murphy and Pam Williams who was standing for co-option. 
2. To co-opt parish councillors for unfilled vacancies - There were four vacancies for the Parish Council and five applications had been received. One of the applicants present at the meeting withdrew his application.   The four remaining applicants Ian Hopkins, Jim Keating, John Kettle and Pam Williams were co-opted uncontested. They signed their Declaration of Acceptance of Office, joined the other members and took part in the rest of the meeting.   All agreed to sign their Register of Members Interests Forms prior to the next meeting.   Pam Williams would sign her Declaration of Acceptance of Office and Register of Members Interest Form prior to attending the next meeting.
3. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Dennis Rayton and Jim Keating both item 9 – allotments.
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners present wished to raise any issues.   
4. To confirm the minutes of the Annual and Ordinary Parish Council meetings held on 14th May 2019 and to agree actions on the matters arising from these meetings.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
· Severn Trent – Over ground sewage pipe, Willow Bank Road.   Keith Page had met representatives from Severn Trent on 16th May and they reported that an engineer had been appointed to design a solution to the problem of the leaking sewage pipe and would update the Parish Council on progress.   There had been problems at Alderton Fields with a blocked sewage pipe which resulted in the road manhole covering lifting and sewage leaking onto the adjacent verge area.   Keith Page agreed to raise with Severn Trent’s Senior Network Technician, Clare Ryman.
5. To consider and note Planning matters
CALA Homes – Public Consultation 25th June 2019, 4-7.30pm, Gardeners Arms, Alderton.   CALA Homes were holding a public consultation regarding a potential planning application for 28 houses south of their existing development off Willow Bank Road.   The Parish Council had been invited to attend between 3 and 4pm.   Councillors Page, Rayton, Hopkins, Keating, Kettle and Williams would attend.   The Parish Council had previously distributed a letter to parishioners encouraging them to attend and give their views on the proposal.   In their letter the Parish Council indicated that the proposal was not provided for in the Alderton NDP, the Borough Plan or the JCS.   The site was outside the village boundary in Special Landscape Area.
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Planning Applications for consideration 

Dixton Manor, Dixton (19/00500/FUL) - Demolition of existing stable block and erection of stables and outbuilding forming courtyard enclosure. Construction of central water trough within courtyard and new access gateway to existing paddock. (Revision of applications 17/00048/FUL & 17/00049/LBC)
The Parish Council agreed to submit a response questioning the species of the trees that were to be removed and also asking if the Borough Council’s Landscape Officer had been consulted.
Planning Applications for noting 

Oathill Quarry, Fiddlers Green, Temple Guiting (19/0032/CWMAJM) - Variation of condition 7 (Exportation of materials) relating to planning consent 14/0101/CWMAJM dated 21/05/2015 to increase the total quantity of mineral export from 50,000 to 100,000 tonnes per annum with the maximum quantity of any single mineral product export increased from 30,000 to 50,000 tonnes per annum.   Due to time constraints the Parish Council had already submitted an objection based on previous quarrying export increase planning applications.
10 St Margaret’s Road, Alderton (19/00341/FUL ) - Installation of front dormer window and alteration of existing.   Permission for development dated 20.5.19 with conditions.
Land To The Rear Of 18 - 26 Orchard Road, Alderton (18/00318/OUT) - Outline application for the erection of 5 No. self-build bungalows, including alterations to existing vehicular access. All matters reserved for future consideration except for means of access.  The applicant had never responded to the Borough Council’s requests for further information relating to access.   A second request would be made and if no response was received then the application would be determined on the information available to date. 
Enforcement – Structure to rear of Gardeners Arms, Willow Bank Road, Alderton.   The Borough Council’s Enforcement Officer was investigating.
6. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways.   Prior to installing the SID, Gloucestershire County Council required a risk assessment and an Agreement to be signed between the Parish Council and the County Council.  Councillors Page and Rayton signed the Agreement and all members agreed the draft Risk Assessment.   Clerk to forward both documents to the County Council.    
It was noted that there was grass growing in the gutters in St Margarets Road and it was agreed that the Clerk raise this with the Local Highways Manager.

      County Councillor Roger Wilson and Borough Councillor Jim Mason left the meeting.
7. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field.   Greenfields had provided a quotation with various options for fencing off the play equipment area:
· Option A – ROSPA compliant bow topped railings £5441.00 + VAT.  Self closing gate £964.00 + VAT.  Combination gate for mower access £1371.00 + VAT
· Option B – Duex mesh panel fencing £4643.00 + VAT.  Self closing gate £964.00 + VAT.  Combination gate for mower access £1371.00 + VAT
· Option C – timber posts with plastic coated weldmesh £3980.00 + VAT.  Self closing gate £964.00 + VAT.  Combination gate for mower access £1371.00 + VAT
· Relocation of the football goal nearest to the play area = £513.00 + VAT
It was agreed to pursue the matter with the Borough Council first, to ascertain if the cost could be covered by the S106 grant funding.
Greenfields had also provided a quotation for improvements to the football pitch: to weed and feed all the grass within the Playing Field boundary - £695.00 + VAT and to repair the Playing Field surface using top dressing with grass seed and rolling after - £790.00 + VAT.   It was agreed to instruct Greenfields to proceed with these works.
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As the Changing Facility had not been cleaned at the end of the football season it was agreed to ask Gina Hillyer to clean the toilets and hallway initially, so the facility could be used by the Playgroup and School.   The remainder to be cleaned thereafter.

Ian Hopkins agreed to speak to the Football Club regarding the hire and cleaning of the Changing Facility.

The Bio-Pure had been serviced on 16th May.   Left over wood chippings had previously been placed on the cover to reduce the sound, but the engineer noted that this may overheat the pump.   Keith Page to resolve.

The May play area inspection sheets were awaited from the volunteers.   Wicksteed had sent two replacement seats, free of charge, for the swings and these had been fitted.

Gloucestershire County Council had appointed a contractor to repair the Playing Field boundary fence and would notify the Parish Council of the start date.
8. To agree or note Allotment matters.   The new car parking area on the southern boundary had been completed.   Severn Trent had mended the water leak by the stop tap at no cost to the Parish Council.   A request had been made to use Plot 15A for the siting of some greenhouses which were to be used by the tenants on the southern boundary plots.   This was agreed on the proviso that no greenhouses were to be sited on permanent bases eg concrete.
