1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from Mike West.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Dennis Rayton (item 9 allotments).
The meeting was not adjourned as the parishioners present had no items to raise. 
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 18th October 2016 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   There matters arising were:
Tewkesbury Borough Council - Environmental Warden proposal.   Further correspondence had been received from the Borough Council who noted the financial liability concerns and questioned whether the Parish Council’s view would change if the Borough Council covered any redundancy costs.   After consideration the Parish Council agreed not to support the proposal, instead preferring to spend an equivalent amount of money on the purchase of another dog waste bin.
Replacement of Clerk’s computer – the Parish Council reviewed two quotes received from Tewktech (£500.00 and £729.00).   As a second quote was awaited it was agreed to further consider this item at the December meeting.
4. To agree or note matters relating to planning applications at Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) and East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL).
Beckford Road – The new allotment water supply had now been installed and Charles Church had offered to spray off the oilseed rape crop that was currently growing on the new allotment area.   It was agreed that the Clerk would ask for the Transfer of ownership to be drawn up once the area had been sprayed. 
East of Willow Bank Road – The show home was now open and lorries continued to use Willow Bank Road to access the site.  It was noted that the trench that Severn Trent had dug across Willow Bank Road had now sunk and this would be monitored.   The conditions attached to planning application 16//00403/FUL would be checked regarding street lighting.   It was noted that the site compound lights and some of the house lights were being left on overnight.
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5. To agree or note matters relating to the Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan.   Work continued on the site assessment exercise and the ANDP Group had approached Kirkwells (planning consultants) to ask them to quote for assisting the Group with finalising the NDP for submission to the Borough Council.   Kirkwells had confirmed their fee for this work would be £5290.00 + VAT.   It was therefore agreed that the current Locality bid, which ended on 20th December, would be used to pay for work undertaken by GRCC and James Derounian as originally planned.   A new Locality grant application would now be made to cover Kirkwells’ fee plus all the costs associated with progressing the NDP to submission to the Borough Council.
At a meeting on 31st October 2016 the ANDP Group had amended the Consultation Statement and made changes to the ANDP arising from the Regulation 14 consultation.   The Parish Council reviewed the amendments and unanimously agreed to accept these and accordingly endorsed both documents.   Details of the amendments are as follows:
1. Acknowledgements brought forward to inside back cover.

2. A table of policies with page numbers to be added after Contents page.

3. Draft for Consultation and Foreword to be amended to remove reference to arrangements for Reg 14 consultation.

4. Improvements to mapping to be carried out as advised by Tewkesbury Borough Council: a) showing parish location in relation to towns; b) showing AONB boundary c) capturing all proposals for change in Alderton village including settlement boundary (2011), new development boundary and local green spaces; e) development site map.

5. Introduction and Section 2 to be amended set out more succinctly the legal framework for the ANDP and plan making activities for the ANDP.

6. Alteration to Accessibility 1.24 to identify clearly which facilities/services are not available in the Parish and where people currently have to travel to find them.

7. Succinctness and clarity of justifications for ANDP policies to be improved and checked for conformity by Kirkwells Planning Consultants.

8. Policy wording to be checked by Kirkwells Planning Consultants for conformity, clarity and effectiveness when used to determine planning applications.

9. Housing Policy H2 to be reworded to align with the ANDP Site Assessment Report. 

10. New wording to be added to Policy H2 to make plain how applications received on other sites will be dealt with.

11. Policy H3 to be withdrawn on TBC officer advice.

12. Policy LC2 to be amended to list locally significant views.

13. Policy LC3 to be withdrawn on TBC officer advice. 

14. Local Green Space designation withdrawn on the Old Rectory / Vicarage gardens and the Gardeners’ Arms. Supporting text to be amended accordingly. The Gardeners Arms LGS to be added as an Important Open Space and wording of Policy LE3 amended. 

15. Cross referencing with saved policies in the Adopted Development Plan and emerging policies of the JCS and Tewkesbury Borough Plan to be included below all policy statements.

16. First bullet point to be removed from Policy RP1.

17. Section 5: Monitoring and review to be amended to remove reference to reviews. 
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Borough Councillor Jim Mason provided an update on the JCS.

6. To agree or note matters relating to the Playing Field.   The building works were progressing but currently awaiting the delivery of the external cladding.    It was agreed to proceed with the gtc electrical quotation of £6,356.16 for mains electricity and the Forever Green Energy quotation of circa £7800.00 for the solar panels.   It was envisaged that the latter would reduce the electricity costs for the building, whilst also generating an income of around £400 per year.   The mains electricity supply would provide an emergency back up.
Additional S106 money of £491.13 had been received following the planning permission (16//00403/FUL) for the extra house on the CALA site.   Additional grant money could be obtained with the help of the Borough Council’s Community Funding Officer, if required.
7. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group.   Gloucestershire Highways had produced a proposal for a 50mph scheme between Corner Cottage and the junction of Dibden Lane with the B4077.   The Parish Council wished to extend the 50mph zone further to the west to improve visibility of the road signs and it was agreed that this amendment would be submitted to Highways as soon as possible.   Farah Devji-Large had confirmed that she had spoken to Marchants Buses regarding the speeding in St Margarets Drive.
8. To agree or note matters relating to the Service Village Forum.   No updates to report.
9. To agree or note Allotment matters.   The Parish Council reviewed the advice given by the National Allotment Society regarding administration charges and agreed that a fee of £20 be introduced to cover the administering of tenancies, with immediate effect.
10. To consider and note Planning matters 
For consideration  

Dibden House, Dibden Lane, Alderton (16/01195/FUL) - Retention of single residential dwelling as built (pursuant to planning application ref: 06/01554/FUL).   The Parish Council agreed that there were no objections or representations to make on this application.
For noting 

Holtash, Stow Road, Alderton (16/00953/FUL) - Change of use of existing agricultural land to pasture land for the keeping of horses, for private use only (non commercial) in association with the dwelling known as "Holtash".   Permission for development dated 19.10.16 with conditions:
Standard Time Limit (Compliance) The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of three years from the date of this permission.

Plans List (Compliance) The development/works hereby permitted shall only be implemented in accordance with the plans as set out in the plans list below:

Unnumbered site location plan, received by the Council on 2nd September 2016.

The development shall only be used for private recreational purposes in association with the property currently known as 'Holtash' and not for any commercial livery or other equestrian use.
Barn At Parcel 1819, Stow Road, Alderton (16/00362/PDAD) - Proposed barn conversion to create a single dwelling house (Class C3).   Appeal from J J Farm Services Ltd against the Council’s refusal to grant planning permission Planning Inspectorate Ref:

APP/G1630/W/16/3156508.   Appeal withdrawn.

Land West of Willow Bank Road, Alderton (16/00150/PRE) – Development of up to 49 dwellings (Edward Ware).   No further information could be obtained as the Borough Council’s advice to the developer was deemed confidential.
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11. To receive Correspondence for action 
· Gloucestershire County Council – Sale of Windmill Farm.   Information noted.
· Gloucestershire County Council’s Draft Minerals Local Plan and Stroud Town Council’s concerns over possible fracking in Gloucestershire.   It was agreed that the Clerk would respond with an objection to this proposal.
