1. To accept apologies for absence - Apologies were accepted from County Councillor Roger Wilson.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton (item 4 – 17 Beckford Road and The Old Chapel and item 7 – allotments).
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 15th January 2019 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
Report on Borough Council’s Community Infrastructure Levy Event - 13th March 2019.   The Clerk had circulated the presentation from this event to all Parish Councillors.
4. To consider and note Planning matters
To consider undertaking a Housing Needs Survey in conjunction with GRCC.   GRCC had been contacted by a planning consultant (on behalf of a house developer) asking GRCC for a fee proposal to undertake a survey of housing needs in Alderton parish.  Martin Hutchings from GRCC had offered to attend a Parish Council meeting to discuss the matter.   Subsequently the Gloucestershire Rural Housing Partnership had decided that a cluster of parishes in Tewkesbury Borough, including Alderton, would form part of phase 1 of a new strategic programme for undertaking and revisiting housing needs surveys throughout the County.   GRCC would be going ahead with a housing needs survey of Alderton and aiming to distribute survey questionnaires to parishioners in early May.   It was agreed that Martin Hutchings be invited to the next Council meeting on 16th April.
Planning Applications for consideration 

31 Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00117/FUL) - Erection of single storey front, side and rear and two storey side and rear extensions.   The Parish Council agreed to make the following observations on the application:
The proposed garage opening on the plan does not correspond to front extension.

The proposed site plan indicates an existing vehicle access is retained. At present there is no formal driveway, it is a grass area with an opening in the hedge. Is there any formal parking on site to be provided?

The first floor north elevation windows to be obscure glazed/fixed light.

The proposed extension retains a limited amount of space between 31 and 29 Willow Bank Road. No detail of proximity is provided.

432/18-19/794
17 Beckford Road, Alderton (19/00178/FUL) - Proposed front single storey extension and rear conservatory (revised scheme).   It was agreed that the Parish Council had no objections or representations to make on this application.
Planning Applications for noting 
The Old Chapel, Beckford Road, Alderton (18/01212/FUL) – Demolition of rear store and erection of single storey rear extension.   Permission for development dated 31.1.19.
Land To The Rear Of 18 - 26 Orchard Road, Alderton (18/00318/OUT) - Outline application for the erection of 5 No. self-build bungalows, including alterations to existing vehicular access. All matters reserved for future consideration except for means of access.  The application was not going to the Borough Council’s March Planning Committee.   The Clerk had requested an update from the Planning Officer but had received no response.
Enforcement – It was agreed that the Clerk request an update on Land Adjoining The Sewage Disposal Works, Stow Road, Alderton 
Borough Councillor Ron Allen advised that Tewkesbury Borough Council were challenging the recent appeal decision at Highnam where the Inspector had stated that the Borough Council only had a 3.99 year land supply.
5. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways  
· Update on application for SID and current highways matters.   The Parish Council reviewed the various devices available from Westcotec, who had agreed to hold the prices from their original quote of September 2017.   It was agreed to purchase a portable SID with “Slow Down” legend at a cost of £2800.00.   A Data Collection unit would also be purchased at a cost of £350.00 along with 5 sets of brackets at £50.00 per set.   County Councillor Roger Wilson had agreed to provide funding of £1700 towards the cost of the SID.     (Highways Act 1980, s247A)
· Current highways matters – the velocity jet patcher had been to Alderton but appeared to have only filled in potholes on the Beckford Road.   A request had been made for the patcher to return and make repairs in the remainder of the village.   The damaged road signs at the end of Dibden Lane and on the B4077 towards Toddington were being replaced by Highways.   The Borough Council’s road sweeper had recently cleared the gutters in the village.

· Request from Alderton Grange Residents Association for “children playing" sign on Beckford Road.   It was agreed to ask the Local Highways Manager to review a suitable position for a sign between the pub and the Playing Field.   This could also relate to the School Playing Field as well.
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
· To consider Playing Field grass cutting quotations.   Three quotations had been obtained for this year’s grass cutting contract as follows:
Greenfields - £75.00 + VAT per cut based on 14 cuts per season

Countrywide - £90.00 + VAT per cut based on 14 cuts per season

Ubico (Tewkesbury Borough Council) - £96.15 per cut based on 12 cuts per season


It was agreed to instruct Greenfields to carry out the current season’s grass cutting contract.

· To note renewal of electricity contract – the current supplier E-on had offered renewal prices of: 24.8p per kWh and standing charge of 27p per day (1 year contract).  EDF Energy were more competitive with: 16.07p per kWh and standing charge of 25p per day (3 year contract).   Both with 7% discount.   The Clerk had renewed with EDF Energy.
· Update on charging basis for Football Club’s use of Changing Facility.   Keith Page had met the Football Club on 17.3.19 to discuss the charging basis.   
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Currently it cost the Parish Council circa £1400.00 a year to maintain the Changing Facility but it was not expected that the Football Club contribute all this amount, as other community groups were likely to use the facility.   It had been agreed that the Football Club would ascertain the charges for other local pitches and provide the Parish Council with some proposals.   They would also obtain a ball park figure for relaying a football pitch, as the pitch at Alderton was being undermined by moles.
· Update on New Play Area – double width slide.   Wicksteed had now installed a warning sign on the slide saying “Caution metal surface of slide may be very hot”.   It was therefore agreed to pay the outstanding balance due to Wicksteed of £5785.20.
· To confirm RoSPA Playsafety annual inspection of play area – this was taking place in April.
· Play area inspection reports – items for action/noting.  The following items had been noted on the inspection sheets and investigated by the Parish Council:

· Some damage to the "grasslock" at the top of the double slide - soil required to level the area  - can be done when digger on site to do levelling by main gate.
· pressure cracks around the bolt fixings on the underside of the swings - crack/cut to rubber cover near chain fixings – to be monitored
· The lower of the two log steps is loose – could be caused by wet ground – to be monitored.
· Playing Field NE boundary – ownership & liabilities.   No response had been received from the County Council regarding ownership of the boundary fence.   It was agreed to request that County Councillor Roger Wilson pursue this matter.
· Quotation for levelling off the area in front of the Playing Field and through the gateway.   G Morrison had provided a cost of £580.00 to complete this work and spread road planings on the area.   He had also quoted £400.00 to move two piles of soil from near the play area to the top of the field to blend in with the existing mound.   The Parish Council agreed to accept both quotations.

7. To agree or note Allotment matters
· To consider quotation for car parking area. G Morrison had provided a cost of £480.00 to dig out and extend the track and create a parking area near the southern boundary.   He had also provided a quotation of £500.00 to supply and spread road planings to the area. The Parish Council agreed to accept both quotations.
· To agree refund to Alderton Allotment Association for plot rent overpayment.   Representatives from the Parish Council and Alderton Allotment Association had met on 17.2.19 to discuss the refund which was calculated to be £305.00.   This covered overpayment of rent for the Apprentice Plots and the Community Composting area.   The Parish Council reviewed the calculations and agreed a refund of £305.00.

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11. To agree amendment to Parish Council’s Financial Regulations, Section 11.2 Contracts.   The Parish Council reviewed Sections 11.2 a and b and agreed that the value of £500 be increased to £1000.

12. To note renewal contract with SSE for Cambridge Square phone box electricity.   Existing contract expired on 28.2.19 and SSE offered a new contract with the following prices: standing charge £2.72 per month, energy cost 14.917 p/kWh and FiT 0.572 p/kWh.   Clerk could not obtain a more competitive quote elsewhere so agreed renewal with SSE. 
13. To note forthcoming local elections (2nd May) and change of date for Parish Council’s May meeting.   In an election year the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council must take place within 14 days of an election.  It was agreed that the May meeting would therefore be moved to 14th May.
14. To agree content for the Annual Parish Meeting.   It was agreed that the agenda include development matters, B4077 road safety update and use of Playing Field for dog walking.
The Chairman concluded the meeting at 9.30pm and thanked everyone for their attendance.
