               2 parishioners
1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from County Councillor Roger Wilson and Mike West.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton (item 9 allotments and item 10, Lilac Cottage) and Roger Knapp (item 10, 22 Beckford Road).
The meeting was not adjourned as items to be raised were already included within the agenda. 
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 19th July 2016 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   There were no matters arising.
4. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group.   Farah Devji-Large reported on the recent speed checks carried out in Gretton Fields.   Keith Page and Roger Knapp outlined the work undertaken by the B4077 Road Safety Group to date   Judith Petchey suggested that a co-ordinated approach from groups and communities could be an effective method in reducing traffic speeds.   She detailed the current work of the NCG and the vehicle activated signs used in Winchcombe.   It was agreed that Judith would keep the Parish Council updated on the NCG progress.
It was agreed to move item 8 up the agenda for the parishioner present.

8. To agree or note matters relating to the Playing Field 
Changing Facility project – Work had commenced on site.   The Parish Council reviewed the wording contained in the Borough Council’s Deed of Grant and agreed to query clauses on the future use of the Facility (restricted to use as a Sports Pavilion) and the 5% retention on the grant funding.   Once these points were clarified, Keith Page and Dennis Rayton would sign the Deed on behalf of the Parish Council as agreed at the April 2016 meeting.  The air source heat recovery system was being investigated and clarification had been requested on a utilities quote from gtc.   Borough Councillor Jim Mason suggested that the Parish Council consider setting up a Trust to manage the Changing Facility in the future, as this would widen the opportunity to gain grant funding.
Dog waste bag dispenser costs – The price of Dispensers averaged around £80 plus VAT and replacement bags were around £28.   It was agreed not to pursue the installation of a Dispenser.   Borough Council posters would be laminated and placed around the village.
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5. To agree or note matters relating to planning applications at Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) and East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL).
Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) – The Parish Council was currently awaiting a response from Charles Church for a meeting date to discuss the new allotment provision.
East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL) – The Borough Council had confirmed that they had received the S106 money for the Changing Facility at the beginning of August.   The sewer connection for the development had been completed during the recent road closure, but the other planned works had not been undertaken.   These would be completed during a partial road closure at a later date.   Construction lorries were still accessing the site via Willow Bank Road. 
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan.   An ANDP representative had met with the Borough Council to discuss the progress of the NDP and in the meantime the site assessment work was continuing.   A further meeting would take place with Borough Council officers in September. 
7. To agree or note matters relating to the Service Village Forum.   No further matters to note at present.
9. To agree or note Allotment matters.   The Community Right to Bid nomination had been submitted to the Borough Council on 15th August.
10. To consider and note Planning matters 
For consideration  

Lilac Cottage, 19 Church Road, Alderton (16/00805/FUL) and (16/00806/LBC) - Rear single storey extension.   The Parish Council had no objections or recommendations to make on this application.
For noting 

Land West of Willow Bank Road, Alderton (16/00150/PRE) – Development of up to 49 dwellings (Edward Ware).   The Parish Council had submitted a letter of objection to the Planning Officer on 5th August and the meeting noted that the Borough Council’s Urban Design Officer had recently recommended that the application be resisted.
22 Beckford Road, Alderton (16/00620/FUL) - Rear conservatory.   Permission for development dated 20.7.16 with conditions:
· The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of three years from the date of this permission.

· The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with details on the application form, the approved 'Proposed Block Plan' and the approved drawings entitled 'Proposed Plans' received by the Local Planning Authority on 2nd June 2016

· The external materials of the proposed dwarf wall shall match as near as possible the materials of the existing property.
