of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall on Tuesday 19th December 2017 at 5.30pm.

1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from County Councillor Roger Wilson, Borough Councillors Ron Allen and Janet Day and Roger Knapp.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Dennis Rayton (item 4 allotments, took no part in Appeal hearing). 
The meeting was not adjourned as no items were raised.
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 21st November 2017 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   There were no matters arising.
4. To hear Appeal of Notice to Quit from tenant of Allotment Plot 13A.    On the grounds of impartiality, it was agreed that Mike West would chair this item and he explained the procedure for the Appeal hearing.   The Clerk detailed the reasons for the issuing of the Notice to Quit, along with supporting information.   Pam Williams and Keith Page had attended the October 2017 allotment inspection and confirmed the lack of cultivation on the plots.   It was suggested to the tenant that he might find it easier to manage fewer plots.
The tenant responded that he had little time to cultivate the plots as he was working and agreed that they had become overgrown with weeds.   He maintained that crops had been planted and harvested.   The greenhouse had been vandalised and the intention was to remove it from site.
The Parish Council submitted final comments relating to previous breaches of the tenancy agreement and the need to keep the site well maintained and used, as it was under threat of development.

The tenant submitted final comments relating to the history of his tenancy and the family assistance he would be receiving to help cultivate the plots in the future.

The Parish Council informed the tenant that they would make a final decision on the appeal of the Notice to Quit and then inform the tenant in writing of the decision.   The tenant and accompanying family members left the meeting.
The Parish Council considered the evidence submitted for the appeal and unanimously agreed to uphold the Notice to Quit for the following reasons: clear breach of tenancy agreement due to non-cultivation in 2016 and 2017 and removal of greenhouse, tenant’s admission of his lack of time to cultivate all the plots, current waiting list for site and the fact that the tenant would still retain 1 ½ plots.
Two parishioners then joined the meeting for item 5.
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5. To consider quotes for provision of new play equipment and award contract.   The Playground Improvement Group had originally obtained quotes and drawings from eight suppliers, six in 2014 and a further two in 2016, before receiving a final quote from Wicksteed in 2017.   Details of the suppliers’ quotes received as follows:

The Playground Improvement Group and the Parish Council had previously reviewed the scheme and quotes.   The Parish Council subsequently met with a Wicksteed representative on 21.9.17 to amend the range of equipment to achieve best value for money.   Wicksteed had then submitted a revised quote of £28,920.00, dated.28.11.17.
The S106 funding available for new play equipment totalled £30,924.00 and the Borough Council had confirmed that the proposed scheme met the criteria for this funding.   Although the scheme was generally for younger children the Parish Council felt that equipment for older children could be provided in a future scheme financed by Lottery funding.
It was unanimously agreed to instruct Wicksteed to proceed with the installation of the play equipment, as detailed in their quotation dated 28.11.17.

The Playground Improvement Group indicated that they had a number of volunteers who were will to undertake safety checks once the scheme was completed.
